The AEP (Agricultural Exchange Program) was a bilateral cooperation project between the Federal 
Ministry for Food and Agriculture of the Federal Republic of Germany (BMEL) and the Ministry of 
Agriculture and Rural Affairs of the People's Republic of China (MARA). 

Since their initiation in 2015, the AEP project and the Sino-German Trainee program have been a 
benchmark for international agricultural cooperation and developed a steadily growing Sino-German 
network of over 180 young professionals in the agricultural sector from China and Germany. 

DLG has played a pivotal role in organizing numerous exchanges between China and Germany, 
including within the AEP project, which was successfully completed in 2022.
